ARTICLE I
DEFINITIONS

SECTION 1

“Club” shall mean and refer to WYNOOCHEE WILDWOOD PARK, a not for profit corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of Washington.

SECTION 2

“Property” shall mean the property and facilities purchased, acquired, lease, held, owned or operated by the Club as campsites and recreation facilities for members who are the owners of travel and camp trailers, pickup campers, tents, trailers, motor homes, camping vans, and busses and/or similar types of recreation facilities.

SECTION 3

“Campsites” shall be those areas designated by the Board of Directors for the exclusive use of the Club’s members in accordance with these By-laws, and Rules and Regulations.  Individual campsites assigned to members shall entitle the member to the exclusive use of said campsites so long as said member is in good standing, and has strictly complied with the terms and conditions of the Articles of Incorporation, by the By-laws and Rules and Regulations.

SECTION 4

“Common Areas” shall mean those facilities and that area of land designated for the use of the Club’s members to include but not limited to walkways, playground areas, bathrooms, recreation hall, garbage area and riverbanks and pool.

SECTION 5

“Board Member” shall be a member in good standing elected to the board by the membership. 
SECTION 6

“Member in Good Standing” shall be those members that have no delinquent dues, fees, contract and any other charges or assessments, as set forth by these By-laws and Rules and Regulations; and abide by the Articles, By-laws and Rules and Regulations of the Club.  
SECTION 7

“Immediate Family” shall include members’ children, fathers and mothers.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

Section 1 – Membership

1. Every person(s), who has purchased a membership(s) in accordance with their application and contract for membership, shall be a member of the Corporation.  Any person(s) acquiring the exclusive use of more than one campsite shall have one membership so set aside for said members exclusive use and control.  No individual may own more than three (3) memberships, with one vote per membership.

2. If any membership is held by two or more persons jointly, the owners of said interest shall be entitled to collectively cast one vote.  In the event said joint owners hold a membership, said joint owners shall designate one joint owner as the member who shall be entitled to cast the vote.

3. Each membership shall entitle said member’s immediate family to enjoy all the privileges of said member so long as said membership is in good standing.  Immediate family shall have no interest in the Club nor shall they be entitled to vote or participate in any meetings of the membership.

4. Members shall pay membership fees at the same time of their admission to membership and all governmental taxes imposed thereon, and shall pay all dues and all governmental charges imposed thereon except as herein otherwise provided, and shall be entitled to all the privileges of the common area, shall be entitled to hold office, vote and participate in all of the meetings of the members of the club. Paid membership cards must be picked up by April 30th. If cards are not picked up they will be mailed to the member along with an invoice charging $4.00 postage fee that is nonrefundable.  
5. The annual dues and or any assessments will be set by the membership at the July membership meeting.

6. Membership in this Club and certificates of membership evidencing the same may be sold, assigned, or transferred by the owner of said membership, with Board of Director approval.  Said purchaser or assignee of said membership shall agree to pay a $75.00 transfer fee for immediate family only (children) and $200 transfer fee for all others, and abide by the Articles, By-laws and Rules and Regulations of the club as now or hereafter adopted.
7. Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Section as set forth above, the membership and certificate of membership may be transferred or disposed of with the Board of Directors approval, as follows:
8. By will or transfer during the member(s) lifetime, by gift to or for the benefit of said deceased member’s immediate family.  Said purchaser or assignee of said membership shall agree to pay a $ 75.00 transfer fee for immediate family (children only) and $200 transfer fee for all others and abide by the Articles, By-laws and Rules and Regulations of the club as now or hereafter adopted.

9. The rights and privileges of a member are subject to all the terms and conditions of these By-laws, and Rules and Regulations.

Section 2 – Guest Privileges
Guests are subject to strict compliance with these By-laws, and the Rules and Regulations of the Club as adopted form time to time and shall, during said period, enjoy the privileges of said member, PROVIDED, however, that said member shall be responsible to the Club for the said guest(s) strict compliance with these By-laws and Rules and Regulations of the Club.

Section 3 – Application for Membership

All transfers of memberships shall be on file with the Secretary and Treasurer, duly signed by the president and secretary.
The membership application and/or contract shall be accompanied by the membership fee in full, transfer fee, and/or the down payment required for the application for membership and contract for payment of membership.

ARTICLE IV

Non-Payment of Contract Fees, Dues, Assessments and Fines
Section 1

All membership fees together with the carrying charges, if any, shall be paid in strict accordance with the terms of the application and the contract for membership and, in addition thereto, each applicant agrees as follows:

1. If the membership fees provided in the application and contract for membership and the other charges have not been paid within thirty (30) days of the due date thereof, all privileges of the Club, including the right to use campsites and common properties shall be suspended but, notwithstanding such suspension, said member shall remain liable for their membership fees and charges. Mailed cards are $5.00 that is nonrefundable.  If the Club contract installment payments are delinquent ninety (90) days, the Board of Directors may elect to declare termination of the membership.

1. If the membership is suspended, for whatever reason, the Board of Directors shall impose a $200 reinstatement fee.

Section 2

Dues and assessments shall be payable February 28th of each year.  Fines shall be paid within 30 days of issuance.

1. In the event dues and assessments are not paid by March 31st of each year, said dues shall be charged a finance charge of $25.00 fee per month until paid in full.

2. In the event dues, assessments and fines are not paid by December 31st of each year said membership shall terminate, at the option of the Board of Directors, with ten (10) days written notice, and all further rights of the member in said membership and the privileges of the Club shall cease and terminate.

3. No payments will be accepted on the date of the annual meeting.

Section 3

1. The Board of Directors may suspend or terminate the membership of any member and/or their immediate family as herein otherwise defined for flagrant violation of the Articles, By-Laws, or Rules and Regulations of the Club as now or hereafter adopted.  In the event a membership is suspended, all rights of the member and/or their immediate family to enjoy the privileges of the Club shall immediately cease and may only be reinstated on such terms and conditions as may be fixed by the Board of Directors from time to time.  In the event said membership is terminated then said membership shall immediately cease.  If member does not comply, a court order may be invoked.

2. Once a member has been terminated they are no longer eligible for future membership.

Section 4

In the event legal action is required to enforce any of the rights of the Club under these By-Laws and/or the application for membership, or for any other reason, said member agrees in any such legal action to pay in addition to all other costs provided by law, reasonable attorney’s fees.  Any legal action taken by the club against a member or a member against the club shall be filed in Grays Harbor County, Washington.
ARTICLE V

Corporate Purposes and Powers

Section 1

Wynoochee Wildwood Park shall be conducted as a not for profit corporation for the purposes set forth in the Articles of Incorporation.

Section 2

1. The Corporation shall have the power, from time to time, to levy and collect charges for assessments and special events as may be fixed from time to time by the Board of Directors with approval of the membership by vote, as well as collect fines as assessed by the President.

2. The Board of Directors shall have the power to collect annual dues as may be fixed from time to time by the membership.  However, the annual dues may not be increased without first having obtained the approval of the majority of the members attending in person or voting by absentee ballot at any regular or special meeting of the members called for said purposes, PROVIDED, however, that in no event shall the members set the annual dues below the pro rata portion of the corporations’ annual financial requirements based on projected loan and contract repayment requirements, maintenance and operation expense, reserve for taxes, insurance, long term guarantees, reserves and anticipated delinquencies.

Section 3

In addition to the membership fees and dues, the Membership may levy special assessments for capital improvements for reconstruction, repair, replacement or construction of general facilities and/or water and sewer, PROVIDED, however, that any assessment shall have the assent of two-thirds (2/3) of the members voting in person or by absentee ballot, at any meeting duly called for that purpose.  Absentee ballots, if issued, shall be written and signed by the member in good standing.

ARTICLE VI

Board of Directors

Section 1

The corporate powers of the Corporation shall be vested in a Board of Directors.  The number of the Board of Directors who shall manage the affairs of the Corporation shall be nine (9).  The numbers may increase or decrease the number of Directors to any number but not more than nine (9) or less than five (5).

Section 2

The first annual or special meeting of the members called for the purpose of electing the Directors was held on the 31st day of March 1970.

Section 3

Any Board of Director may be removed from office by two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the members at any special meeting of the Membership.  Notice of the proposed removal shall be given to all members, and the Board of Director proposed to be removed, no less than fifteen (15) days prior to the proposed removal.  Such notice shall state the reason for the proposed removal, which shall be for cause.  Absence from two consecutive meetings, that are not due to family emergency, health or employment, shall be due cause for removal.

ARTICLE VII

Powers and Duties of the Board

Section 1

The Board of Directors, with the approval of the Membership, shall have the entire charge of the proprietary interests and business affairs and transactions of the Corporation with full power and authority to manage, control, regulate and conduct the same.  They shall have full power and authority to define and limit the powers and duties of all officers, agents, committees, employees, and others not otherwise provided by these By-Laws.

Section 2

1. The Board of Directors, with the approval of the Membership, shall have full power and authority to fix the salary and compensation of all offices, agents, and employees, and may require each officer or agent, or any of them, to give such bond as the Board may deem proper.

2. The Board shall have full power and authority to create and establish officers or assistant officers or departments not provided for by these By-Laws, and define the duties and fix the compensation of such additional officers.

3. The Board of Directors shall have the power and authority to enter into agreements with management concerns providing for the management of the Club’s property and assets, the handling of its books and records, the collection of dues and charges, the sale of memberships and such other duties and responsibilities as may be fixed from time to time by contractual agreement with management concerns.

4. The Board of Directors, with the approval of the Membership, shall have charge of the regulation and control of all income and the Corporation from all sources, including the power to designate and fix membership fees, dues and charges.

5. The Board of Directors shall have the power and authority to purchase and/or otherwise acquire all real property, personal property, and assets deemed by them to be for the benefit of the Club on such terms and for such prices as may be determined by the Membership.

6. The Board of Directors shall have the power to pay all monthly maintenance bills of the organization without a quorum of the membership with a maximum per bill amount of $1000.00 except for pool, maintenance, paint, and repair.  Charges for such services or equipment may not be divided into multiple invoices in order to circumvent the maximum $1000.00 limit.
Section 3

There shall be a regular meeting of the Board of Directors and Membership each month (except November, December and January) on the first Saturday of each month at 12:00 noon at the Wynoochee Wildwood Recreation Hall.
Section 4

A special meeting of this Board of Directors may be held at any time, at such time and place, on call thereof by the President or on written call thereof by any two members of the Board of Directors.  Any officer of the Board of Directors shall give to each member of the Board of Directors 48 hour’s notice of regular or special meetings as may be proper under the circumstances.

Section 5

1. A majority of the whole number of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum for the transacting of business and a majority of the Board of Directors in attendance at any meeting of the Board of Directors shall decide its action and shall be binding and valid as a corporate act.

2. A minority of the Board of Directors present at any regular or special meeting in the absence of a quorum may from time to time adjourn the meeting until a quorum may be in attendance, but may not transact any business until a quorum has been secured.

Section 6

In emergency conditions, the Board of Directors may make decisions regarding mandatory spending with the approval of the majority vote of the Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors shall have a spending limit of $2500.00.  In excess of $2500.00 requires a minimum of 2 bids and approval of the general membership at any regular or special meeting.
ARTICLE VIII
Powers and Duties of the Executive Officers

Section 1 – President

1. The duties of the President shall be to preside at all meetings and functions of the Corporation and the Board of Directors and have general supervision, directions and management of its affairs under the direction of the Board of Directors.  The President shall sign, with the Secretary, all deed and contracts on behalf of the Corporation, which shall be properly authorized by the Board of Directors.  The President shall have the power and authority to sign with the Secretary or Assistant Secretary, all the certificates of the membership of the corporation.  The President shall have the right to be a member of all committees 
2. The President shall have the power to appoint the members of all committees referred to in the By-Laws and to create and appoint such additional committees or sub committees as he/she may deem for the best interest of the Club, and all members of such committees shall serve at the pleasure of the President and shall have the power or duties and responsibilities as may be fixed by the resolution of the Board of Directors. The President shall have the right to be a member of all committees deemed necessary by the board of directors.
3. The President shall be an active member, upon ceasing to be an active member he/she shall automatically cease to be President and this office shall be vacant.

4. The President shall have the power to assess $50.00 fines to members who are out of order at any meeting held.

Section 2 – Vice President

The Vice president, in the absence of the President, shall perform the duties of the President, and in case the office of the President becomes vacant for any reason, the Vice President shall there upon assume the duties of the President and act as such until the next annual elections.  In the case such contingency arises, the Board of Directors shall by majority vote, elect one of its members as Vice President to serve until the annual meeting of the active members is held.  The Vice President shall oversee all committees of the Board of Directors and make sure all committees are being enforced.

Section 3 – Secretary

The Secretary shall keep full and correct minutes of all meetings of the Corporation and of the Board of Directors and shall attend to all correspondence incidents to the affairs of the Corporation.  He/she shall be custodian of all Corporation records and property and shall see that the names of all candidates are properly posted.  The Secretary shall sign, with the President, all deeds and contracts on behalf of the Corporation, as authorized by the Board of Directors.  The Secretary shall perform all duties incident to the office and any other duties as may be prescribed or required by the Board of Directors.  The Secretary shall receive such salary, as the Board of Directors shall decide with the approval of the Membership.

Section 4 – Treasurer

1. The Treasurer shall have charge of all monies of the Corporation and shall keep fair and true account of all receipts and disbursements.  At each meeting of the Board of Directors and at each membership meeting he/she shall present a statement showing the financial condition of the Corporation and shall perform all other duties incident to the office and any other duties that may be prescribed or required by the Board of Directors.  The Treasurer shall receive such salary, as the Board of Directors shall decide with the approval of the Membership.

2. In the absence, disability or refusal to act as the Treasurer, any Assistant Treasurer shall be appointed to the board to fill the remainder of the term of office until the next annual elections and have all of the powers and authorities and shall perform the duties of the Treasurer.

ARTICLE IX

Certificate of Membership

Section 1

The Corporation shall have no capital stock, and no shares shall be issued thereof.

Section 2

Membership in the Corporation shall consist of no more than 499 lots.

Section 3

This corporation is a not for profit corporation and no member shall be entitled to payment of any dividends thereon.

Section 4

Each member shall be entitled to only one (1) vote per membership at the time of any membership meeting.

Section 5

Only members in good standing may vote at any membership meeting or hold office in the corporation.

Section 6

All voting for the election of Board of Directors shall be done by members’ in person or by absentee ballot.  All absentee ballots must be received prior to the Friday before the vote.
Section 7

All members shall remain liable for the payment of dues and charges as fixed by these By-laws.  The Board of Directors shall act on all delinquencies.

Section 8

No membership may be sold, transferred, assigned, lease or encumbered without board approval except in strict accordance with these By-laws.  Only a member accepted as a member in good standing in accordance with these By-laws may enjoy any of the rights or privileges of such membership.

Section 9

A member in good standing with all dues, fees and charges paid may transfer his membership with board approval only to a third person who shall immediately inform the Board of Directors of intent to transfer and agrees to abide by the terms of the Articles of Incorporation, By-laws and the Rules and Regulations of the Corporation.  All transfer fees will accompany the application for transfer of membership.
Section 10

Any membership that has been revoked or terminated by the Board of Directors is no longer eligible for future membership.
ARTICLE X
Meetings of Members

Section 1

The annual meeting of the proprietary members shall be held at 12:00 Noon on the first Saturday of April each year at the Wynoochee Wildwood Recreation Hall.  One-tenth (1/10) of the membership shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

Good of the Order

Section 2

There shall be a regular meeting of the Membership the first Saturday of each month (except November, December and January at 12:00 noon in the Wynoochee Wildwood Recreation Hall.  The quorum of the regular meeting shall be a simple majority.
Section 3     
A special meeting of the proprietary members may be called by the President at any time, and shall always be called on the written request of ten percent (10%) of the proprietary members or by 2 or more Board of Directors.  Notice of a special meeting stating the purpose of said meeting shall be given by the Secretary by mailing a notice of the same to each member, at least ten (10) days prior to the date on which the meeting is to be held.  At such a special meeting, no business shall be transacted other than that mentioned in the call.  One tenth (1/10) of the membership shall constitute a quorum for the transactions of business.

ARTICLE XI
Rules, Regulations and Covenants

Section 1

All corporation business shall be conducted under Wynoochee Wildwood Park By-laws and Roberts Rules of Order.
Section 2
Only two permanent structures are allowed per membership lot.  Prior to beginning any construction, plans must be submitted to the Board of Directors Construction Committee for approval.

1. Shed dimensions shall be no more than nine (9’) wide, ten (10’) long, and eight (8’) high.

2. Cabanas are to be no larger than twelve (12’) wide x twelve (12’) long framed, measurements will be from outside frame excluding siding and height shall not exceed thirteen feet (17’) from the floor up.  Walls cannot extend over the foundation of the Cabana. Glass windows are allowed.  Concrete footing can be poured and a wood or concrete floor can be used.  The concrete slab must sit within six (6”) inches from the ground level or a post and block foundation may be raised up to four (4’) feet for flood purposes.  The “basement” must be non-useable space (no storage) and may be skirted with lattice only. The overhang on the cabanas shall not exceed two (2) feet on 3 sides and four (4) feet on the fourth side.  The two (2) foot overhangs may be enclosed but cannot be used to increase the useable floor space.  The four (4) foot overhang may be enclosed and can be used to increase the useable floor space.  The overhang must be six (6’) feet off the ground from the floor height.  
3. Enlarged cabanas size can be up to 14x18x17 feet high or a maximum of 250 square feet. Straight side, no overhang with a maximum of a 1 foot eve. Measurements of all cabanas of the outside frame excluding siding. Cabanas must be submitted to the building committee for approval prior to construction.

4. . You may only have 1 shed, 1 cabana and 1 deck per lot.
5. Cover dimensions shall be no more than eight (8’) feet wide and the length shall not extend past the cabana and eight (8’) feet high.  Covers may be attached to the cabana, but must be able to be detached at anytime.  Covers must be submitted to the building committee for approval prior to construction.

6. Privacy Screens can be no longer than (32) Forty (40’) feet in length.  Privacy screens must sit twenty (20’) feet from the road and must NOT be parallel to the road in front of the lot for safety and visibility reasons.  They may not be higher than five (5’) feet height and must be one (1’) foot off the ground.  Privacy Screens can be of lattice only.  Privacy screens can be on the one side of lot or “L” shaped privacy screens are permitted providing they do not exceed the(32) forty (40’) feet in length, are 20 feet from the road and are not built parallel to the front of the lot.  All privacy screens must be submitted to the building committee for approval prior to construction. Privacy screens MUST be see through. Posts cannot be concreted in.
.
7. Decks are permitted of any size. Any deck higher than 2 feet must include       handrails at 36 inches height or higher with 3" spacing. Members need to agree to pay the tax assessment, if any, may apply, to such improvements. Plans must be submitted to the building committee for approval prior to construction,
Construction Rules

1. Prior to any construction, member must submit plans to the Building Committee for approval. Failure to submit plans for approval prior to beginning any phase of construction including ground preparation will result in demolition of any portion of the project not meeting construction requirements regardless of the phase of construction.  NO VERBAL APPROVAL BY ANY OFFICER OR MEMBER OF THE BOARD IS TO BE CONSTRUED AS APPROVAL TO PROCEED WITH CONSTRUCTION.
2. Non-compliance with structure guidelines can result in the suspension of owners’ membership.

3. At the completion of the construction, the member is to request and receive final approval from the Building Committee.

4. If the member does not comply at any point in the construction process, the Committee will impose a fine of $200.00 and the next years dues will not be accepted until brought into compliance.

Section 3

In the event of suspension, said member shall be suspended for a time set by the Board of Directors and pay a $200 reinstatement fee. Member (s) will not be allowed into the park during suspension without supervision from the President or Vice President at anytime. Such violation can result in immediate termination
Section 4

Travel trailers may not exceed 40 feet in length.  Axles and tires cannot be removed from any travel trailer or motor home.

Section 5

Individual sewer lines to a campsite are prohibited.  All allowable utilities, except main power lines, must be underground.

Section 6

Asphalt or concrete products are prohibited for use in construction of roads, drives, or pads, unless member agrees to pay the tax assessment, if any, on such improvements. (Top of pad must be at ground level.)

Section 7

No live trees in excess of four (4”) inches in diameter may be removed except for preparation of designated roads or campsite parking areas, unless first approved by the Chairperson of the Tree Committee and the Board of Directors.  No trees or brush of any size may be removed from the riverbank without previous permission of the Board of Directors.

Section 8

Fences are prohibited.

Section 9

Site usage is restricted to two camping units which consist of travel trailers, tents, motor homes and campers, on a permanent basis, per lot.

Section 10

Members may place units on the campsites specified therein for use by family and friends but may not rent or otherwise commercialize the sites by making or attempting to make a profit from the use of the park facilities, membership and campsite.  Using the pool facilities, for example, for daycare activities on a continuous basis and being compensated i.e., being paid for the care of the children in the daycare, would be an example of commercializing or making a profit from their membership.
Section 11

No vehicle, structure or other apparatus may be placed within five feet (5’) of a campsite boundary line.  Ecology blocks fall within this parameter.

Section 12

All non-licensed motor vehicles and bicycles must have a flag of a bright color with a plainly visible lot number attached with a five-foot (5’) pole.  All wheeled vehicles shall be restricted to the park roads and must comply with posted traffic rules.  No motorized vehicles of any kind are allowed on the beach (gravel bar) areas.

Section 13

Memberships are not sold on the basis of speculation, and no member shall place a “For Sale” sign or other inducement to sell on the campsite for his use, but there shall be nothing in the By-laws to prohibit a member from re-selling his membership, except that the Board of Directors must approve any such sale.  Members may post a sign no bigger than 8 X 10 to any bulletin board.

Section 14

No permanent living on campsites will be allowed from November 1 to April 30 of each year.  A maximum limit of 3 days per week, on any campsite during this period is allowed.  This rule may, in the event of an emergency, be waived for a temporary period and will be defined as approximately thirty (30) days.

Section 15

No junk cars, trailers or any other unsightly items are to be left on lots. All trailers must be cleaned and presentable by May 15 of each camp season or member may be fined. It shall be the responsibility of each member to keep his lot neat and mowed (no grass over 12”) or the Board will take steps to have it cleaned at the member’s expense and fined $100.00.
Section 16

Nothing contained in these By-laws and Rules and Regulations which are deemed in conflict with requirements of Grays Harbor County, Washington State and Federal Government in connection with the business affairs of the Corporation shall be effective.

Section 17

The board of directors is granted the right to declare, from time to time, such additional rules and regulations as may be deemed appropriate for the government affairs of the corporation.

Section 18

All members of the corporation must treat other members of the corporation and its employees with common courtesy and respect.  It shall be the policy of the corporation that any member threatening, harassing, coercing, battering, intimidating or abusing (physically or mentally) any other member and /or their guest, may be subject but not limited to immediate suspension and or termination of the park.

ARTICLE XII

Election

Section 1

1. Board seats shall be # 1 through 9.  All odd # seats shall be elected to a 2 year term on odd years.  All even # seats shall be elected to a 2 year term on all even # years.  President and Treasurer are #1 & #3 respectively and Vice President and Secretary shall be seats #2 and #4 respectively.  All remaining seats shall be seats 5 through 9. All seats will run a term of 2 years before re-election.
2. In order to maximize continuity of leadership and management no term limits are imposed.

3. Only members of the park, who have never been suspended, are currently a member in good standing and are bondable shall be deemed eligible to run for the election to the Board of Directors.

1. No two (2) persons from an immediate family may serve on the board at the same time.

Section 3

During the course of the year, if a member of the Board of Directors is unable to perform his duties, they shall be removed from the Board and the vacancy shall be filled via appointment by the Board of Directors until the next annual elections with consideration given to the next candidate from the previous elections with the highest vote count.
Section 4 1.  The Board of Directors will appoint the Chairperson of the Nomination Committee at the February meeting
1. The President will appoint the Election Committee Chairperson at the February membership meeting.  The Election Committee Chairperson shall appoint 4 members of the membership to assist at the Election prior to the annual meeting. Nominations shall be accepted thru the March membership meeting and closed at the conclusion of the March meeting.
2. The Election Committee shall be responsible for collecting and counting absentee ballots, counting the annual meeting ballots and the security of the ballots until the certification by the election committee to the membership.  At the conclusion of the annual meeting, the Election Committee Chairperson shall turn over all ballots to the Secretary.

3. All proprietary members must sign the membership roster before a ballot is issued at the annual meeting.  All absentee ballots must be signed by the member with the lot number indicated.  Only one ballot per lot shall be issued and counted.

ARTICLE XIII

Committees

Section 1

The President shall have the power to appoint such Committees, as he/she may deem appropriate for the governing of the affairs of the Corporation under the supervision of the Board of Directors.  Committees shall report to the Board of Directors their findings and recommendations.  Final decisions are subject to Board of Directors approval. Committees are as such: Nominating, election, by-laws, building & compliance, violations & complaints, Lot & Measurement, trees. Maintenance, lot transfers and any others deemed necessary by the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE XIV
Amendment or Repeal of By-Laws

Section 1

The By-Laws of this Club may be altered, amended or repealed in whole or in part, at any special or regular meeting of the members called for this purpose.  Such amendment or repeal shall be authorized by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the eligible members present at such meeting.

Section 2

Proposals for amendments, repeal or the adoption of new By-Laws shall be made by petition of one-tenth (1/10) of the members, and shall be transmitted in writing to the Board of Directors and thereupon it shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to call a special meeting of the members for the consideration of the proposed amendments so made by said petitioning members.
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
